» NDA rejected this, maintaining change needs updated data & delimitation.

» Nationally Determined Contributions (NDCs) = mitigation & climate action
targets countries voluntarily commit to under Paris Agreement.

» Represents considered step when India's energy & development policies
encounter serious headwinds.

» Confident commitments will be more than adequate in relation to equitable
share of global climate action.

Three Specific Climate Goals

1. Increase reduction of emissions intensity of GDP from 45% below 2005 levels
by 2030 to 47% below 2005 levels by 2035.

2. Ensure 60% of installed capacity for power generation from non-fossil fuel
sources by 2035.

3. Enhancement of forest & tree cover carbon sinks to 3.5-4 billion tonnes of CO,
equivalent above 2005 levels.

» At more overarching level, India's mitigation challenge canno
simple extrapolation of the past.

» Structural features & trends of its development trajectory must allow room for
further large-scale growth in manufacturing & urban transition.

» Cannot commit NDCs to constraining the flexibility limiting global temperature
increase to 1.5 degree Celsius when implemented.

» This trend India cannot reverse given per capita emissions one-third of global
average.

Critical Balancing Act

» NDCs distributed primarily to the countries that produced inadequate efforts.

» Proportionately less to India when historical emitter walked out of all climate
treaties.

» India's climate commitments have to be stronger & bolder - NDCs formulated
in informed self-awareness of Paris Agreement.

The Sattankulam Police Station Incident

88 Sattankulam Custodial Killing Case

» June 2020: Father-son duo Jayaraj & Benicks tortured at Sattankulam police
station, Thoothukudi, Tamil Nadu.

» Police picked up Jayaraj on false charges of violating lockdown conditions
during pandemic.

» Benicks detained later for confronting them in defence of assaulting his father.
» Two men were stripped, brutally beaten overnight & even forced to clean their
own blood after registering FIR on trumped-up charges.

CBI Investigation & Evidence

» Injured men produced before government doctor who dubiously issued 'fit for
remand' report.

» Judicial Magistrate too lightly remanded them to judicial custody ultimately
leading to their deaths.

» CBI established: blood samples recovered from victims' DNA matched, call data
records confirmed presence of both victims & accused at time of crime.

Madras High Court Verdict

Relying on
court at Madurai convicted all nine policemen.

» 10th accused had died earlier of COVID-19. While awarding death penalty to
convicts militates against rehabilitative justice.

» Conviction sends strong message to those in uniform who assume power to
wield force against unarmed citizens as statutory right.

Judicial Magistrate's Failure

» Magistrate misdemeanor entitled when found atmosphere at station hostile &
'intimidating'.

» Justices PN Prakash & P Velmurugan of Madras HC Bench took suo motu
cognisance.

» In extraordinary direction, asked revenue officials to take control of station as
safeguarding evidence.

» Turning point: head constable Revathi testified against her colleagues.

» May not withstand scrutiny in higher courts as seen in Rajiv Gandhi
assassination case where SC in 1999 upheld death sentences of only 4 of 26
convicted by TADA court.

» Nonetheless, sentence of the trial court is clear: excesses will not go
unpunished.

Systemic Issues in Police Culture

» Delivery of justice to hapless victims of police brutality requires combination of
factors.

» Actively engaged judiciary, courage of victims & witnesses to speak out against
khaki fraternity.

» Determined investigation to assemble irrefutable evidence.

» All these factors perfectly aligned to uncover truth behind custodial killing of
innocent trader Jayaraj & his son Benicks.
