Before LPG: kerosene via PDS — state held physical stock, ration card
determined access.

Switch to LPG = exit from direct supply responsibility = market-
dependent system.

By 2024: 13 States kerosene-free — households entirely dependent on
globalised commodity market.

Who Suffered Most?

1in 4 PMUY beneficiaries took only 1 refill or none — refill cost
exceeded subsidy for poorest.

SC & tribal households: 10-20% LOWER LPG access than upper-caste
households — even at same income.

74% surveyed women: made cooking fuel decisions alone — but LPG
continuity was NOT in their control.

Access framed as liberation from drudgery — but supply failure quietly
restores that drudgery.

The Harish Rana Case (2026)

SC: for the FIRST TIME allowed withdrawal of CANH (Clinically Assisted

Nutrition and Hydration).

Ruling: right to die with dignity is inseparable from right to receive
quality palliative care.

Court allowed individuals to refuse life-sustaining treatment and die
naturally with dignity.

Legal Journey - Key Cases

Aruna Shanbaug v. Union of India (2011): passive euthanasia &
advance directives (living wills) recognised.

Common Cause v. Union of India (2018): right to die with dignity =
integral part of Article 21.

Common Cause (2023): streamlined process — removed 2 medical
boards; removed mandatory immediate judicial oversight.

4 Core Ethical Principles

1. Autonomy: patient (or next of kin in terminal illness) has the right to
make decisions.

2. Beneficence: doctors must consider patient's benefit — not prolong
suffering needlessly.

3. Non-maleficence: passive euthanasia should NOT cause additional
harm.

4. Justice: no injustice should be done to the patient in the process.

Theory of Double Effect (St. Thomas Aquinas)

Every action creates two effects — the less harmful/beneficial one
should be considered ethical.

In Harish Rana: action (CANH withdrawal) — 2 effects: death of patient
+ relief from suffering.

If decision taken without malice = act is ethical as patient was
relieved of pain.

Progressive Shift

Transition: rigid moral traditions = compassionate, rights-based
approach.

Shift from 'protecting life at any cost' = 'quality of life is more
important than its length'.

Economic Implication

Long-term life support with no recovery hope = severe economic
stress on family.

Especially in middle & lower income groups — right to die with dignity
appears justified.

Concerns & Court's Safeguards

Risk: vulnerable elderly, disabled, poor may face coercion — decision
driven by financial pressure.

Court: 'passive euthanasia' is an obsolete & incorrect term — should
NOT be used in legal writing.

Patient is NOT abandoned by withholding/withdrawing treatment —
palliative care must continue.
