¢ High Seas: beyond EEZ — outside any single nation's jurisdiction.

¢ Innocent Passage: in territorial seas. Ship must 'not pose a threat' to nation.
e Transit Passage: in international STRAITS — free, unhindered, continuous.

¢ Transit: ships move without delay; must use designated traffic routes.

e Ships must NOT load/unload goods in violation of Iran/Oman laws in Hormuz.

e Iran CANNOT deny permission to ships seeking transit passage in Hormuz.

85 LEGAL POSITION ON INTERCEPTIONS

e Straits = focus of conflict leverage throughout history.

e International law allows unhindered freedom of navigation on high seas.

e Exception: hot pursuit of vessels that committed crimes in territorial waters.
e US sanctions = based on US law ONLY — not authorised by the UN.

e US also intercepted ships trading in Venezuelan oil & oil to Cuba.
